The blood collected from
these two events can potentially save the lives of over
3,852 hospital patients.

Disaster
responders are eligible to be promoted to Team Leaders
after completing required coursework plus client casework
on at least three disasters. Required courses are: Fulfilling
Our Mission (FOM), Mass Care, Shelter Operations,
Shelter Simulation, Client Casework, CPR, First Aid,

Psychological First Aid (recommended).
